Types of  Government Forms:

Anarchy:  The total absence of government and law. 

Democracy:  A government that is run by the people, who rule either directly, or indirectly.  The belief that all people are equal socially and politically.

Absolute Monarchy:  A monarchical form of government where the monarch has the power to rule his or her land or country and its citizens freely, with some laws or legally-organized direct opposition in force. Although some religious authority may be able to discourage the monarch from some acts and the sovereign is expected to act according to custom, in an absolute monarchy there is no constitution or body of law above what is decreed by the sovereign (king or queen).

Constitutional Monarchy:  A form of government established under a constitutional system that acknowledges an elected or hereditary monarch as head of state.  Under a constitutional monarchy, the constitution shares power with the monarch.

Oligarchy:  A form of government that is held by only a few people.

Communism:  All property and goods are owned by the government or stated and the products of labor are shared by all.  

Socialism:  An economic system in which the public owns the basic means of production, such as land and factories, and controls the distribution of food and goods.

Theocracy:  A government in which God or a god is considered the supreme ruling power.
