Comments/Suggestions:

· Starting the day earlier is also an option.

· Enforce no U-turns around school parking areas for the safety of the students.

· A person or person giving directions to help traffic in and out of school.

· Cancel school on 1 or 2 days then add more hours to the remaining.

· This is an AWESOME idea!!!  8:30 time slot would be great then the elementary and Tripler traffic would be gone!!  Start ASAP!

· Increase bus ridership to shuttle more kids to school (within 1 mile of school) rather than have that much more parents on the road to take their kids to school, plus it insures children’s safety.

· My son rides the bus so it does not matter too much for us but I think the later start time of 8:30 would be best. Traffic over the 78 is terrible on days we have had to drive.

· Do not change time. School should start at 8:00 am.

· The middle school kids can probably wait better than elementary school, so have the middle school kids come later.  Talk to the Tripler organization why the road backs up to increase congestion because of their ID checks.  Maybe state elementary school cars have to make right turn out of the school; middle schools right turn only.  Right turns only for both schools.  Hire a police officer in am to direct traffic between the schools.

· Start earlier.  My son catches the bus at 6:40 and gets to school at approx 7:00. Why not start earlier?  He waits an hour for school to start.

· The problem really lies with all of the Tripler traffic. If there was a  way to contra-flow/separate one lane of traffic in-bound to MES/MMS, that would be great.

· Have bus service available for all children and encourage parents to utilize the bus service The bus dept. could set up designated bus stop pick-ups so all could use the bus regardless of mileage from school.

· Request that Tripler Hospital change the start of their morning shift to an earlier time, maybe 7:30 am.

· Figuring out a means to prevent drivers from making u turns from eastbound lane of Mahiole Street (in front of west bound traffic) this holds up traffic and is a potential cause for accidents.

· Everyone comes to the front of the school to drop off the kids. If the park was used more (with chaperones) that would help out the front.

· More bus service (i.e. expanded times for pick up).  Stagger start times for different grades (e.g. 7:30 a 6th, 8: am for 7th, 8:30 for 9th).

· I think the way certain drivers drop off their children on the outside then make sharp u-turns causes traffic.  More parents should go through the roundabout to drop off their children.

· Does the school campus have a back entrance for an alternate drop off area?

· You should change the drop off station for car riders or bus riders to a non-crowded place.

· Changing time will not make the difference. There are many Tripler workers up the road that pass by.

· Need to do something about the traffic going to Tripler Hospital. They are holding back the cars going to the middle school.

· I would try and work with Tripler if their employees have 8:00 am start, later would help.  Also, you could consider requesting parents drop off at back of school by rec center instead.

· I am not sure there is a way to alleviate the traffic, especially now that the buses won’t take the kids to school. Hate that and think it is way stupid.  Now there will be more traffic and cars around.  Another problem is the Tripler traffic.  I am not sure when the traffic lightens up there.  I know it takes us forever to get from Salt Lake to the street the school is on.  I’m not sure that changing the school times is even going to help. They need to make the busses available to everyone so that there isn’t as much car traffic!

· 8:30 makes more sense as the majority of Tripler Medical Center traffic has already gone through.  Actually, any of the times above would be fine.  Anything, to address the traffic congestion with Tripler.

· Changing the time will be safer and we don’t have to fight for traffic every morning people who go to work at Tripler.

· Offer bus services for all students within 1 mile to lesson cars on the road to drop off the kids to school.  Have State allow shoulder lane for school traffic since majority of al cars to up to Tripler.

· The traffic is due to Tripler Army checking ID’s every morning. Many organizations have tried this plan and has had only a little impact on traffic. So I say keep time the same or ask Tripler to expedite the gate procedure. Many parents work before 8:00.  Inform Tripler to improve their entry process. Security checks could be diverted to another location such that it does not block traffic all the way back to Mapunapuna.

· Talk with Tripler Hosp. If some of their administrative hours could also start later time.

· Not sure if this would help, but allowing the should lane on the road heading up to Tripler to become a right turn only lade during 6 – 8am.  As it is now, many cars and ALL the school busses use that lane illegally.

· Maybe somehow Tripler could open their back gate to let people in that way, but that’s probably impossible!

· I think the city needs to get more involved with using cones or opening more lanes in the opposite direction to Tripler.  If you can get more than 2 lanes or going up Tripler hill that would open up more space for more traffic.

· The hardest part of traffic is negotiating the lights due to traffic going to Tripler at the same time frame.  Often, the lights will go green and red at opposite times over the freeway bridge, backing up traffic on the highway and Puuloa Rd.

· Syncing the traffic lights at the Tripler exit to allow the best flow of traffic in the morning.  Right turn only coming out of  street between the elementary and middle school . . . before and after school.  Make specific lane to turn onto Mahiole Street . . . longer than what they have now.  Too many people drive illegally on the shoulder lane.  Get rid of Tripler security check and talk to military about changing their work schedules!!!

· I believe our traffic is clashing with employees of Tripler hospital, maybe the later the time the better.

· I think the start time at 8am is fine.  It’s the traffic going up to Tripler that should be rerouted. Maybe we could work something out with them of rerouting the traffic in the residential are towards Tripler.

· Start time will not change when parents drop off kids. . . .best to work with Tripler since most traffic is caused by people going to Tripler.

· Maybe start school at 7:30 am.

· Why can’t the elementary school change their hours? I feel they should do the changing because they have more students being driven to school.

· Start school 1 hour earlier to avoid congestion on the 78 so working parents can get to work on time.

· Why not start school at 7:30 am instead of 8:00 am?  I need to be at work by 8:30 it would be convenient if school started at 7:30 am. 

· Change traffic pattern, entrance should be the second and come out to the first our exit is the elementary school entrance.  

· Open up elementary school parking lot so cars can turn around in there also.

· Why change the time. Lower the cost of bus transportation maybe more kids will take the bus to alleviate traffic!!! Transportation for school should be free! It is a state law and requirement for our kids to go to school!!!

· Encourage parents to drop off in the back.

· Only right turns onto Mahiole St. (go around block if need to go left).

· Maybe different start and end times for the different grades. 

· When parents drop off students some make U turns, some keep going straight and loop back around, while others make a left and pass the school going the other direction.  I believe it would alleviate traffic if everyone was directed to take the same path. This avoids having to dodge traffic in the other direction.

· Ask parents to stop making illegal U turns on the street fronting the school, it blocks both lanes of traffic and it’s dangerous.  

· Make it illegal to make U turns on Mahiole in front of the school. It slows down al the traffic and is dangerous!

· Block off entrance in middle school.  Allow parents to drop kids off outside school parking lot.  7th graders start at 8:00 am and 8th graders start at 8:15

· Changing the start time is a great idea!

· Having a police officer to direct traffic for the two entrances would help.  It would also help to eliminate the illegal u-turns that quite a bit of people do – especially for the safety of our kids.

· Get police to help with the traffic.

· Finally!  Something is being done about the traffic problem.  I appreciate it. One thing I’d like to suggest is to have police presence once in a while. There are a lot of people who make a u-turn right in front of the school, instead of going around  some even u turn right in the street between MMS. There are also people using the shoulder lane on the street before u turns right needed to MMS

· Stop drivers from making u-turns on Mahiole.

· Can the elementary school start 15 minutes earlier or the middle school start earlier?  Make the exit from the roundabout  a right turn only.

· It seems that when the police are out people aren’t making the illegal u-turns onto the side roads and it makes it flow easier – but hard to keep police patrol every day.

· As you exit out of MMS parking lot, place orange cones to prevent a left turn and have them go around. 

· Place a guard (crossing and/or police) for traffic control.  Make the loop one way for better flow.

· Stop people from doing drop off/pick up in the parking lot. Designate a certain area where it can be roped off for just that (like the bus area)  but you have to have traffic control out there. 

· The office side (café side) of the elementary should be opened up allowing parents to drop off there, and have a “bus only” parking in front (along) the street of the kindergarten building.  The buses for the middle school should do drop off on the back side of the school (band room) where the stairs is, so some parents can drop off along front of curb.

· “Crossing guard” who controls traffic in and out of parking lot.

· Stagger the two school start times to alleviate traffic conditions in the morning.
